The 19" century socio-religious reform movements while creating a tremendous

awakening in North India also brought in its trail a feeling of consciousness, especially,
among the depressed classes in the west and south India. These movements were
inspired by the feelings of opposition to the rigid hierarchy of the caste system and
assertion of social equality. The British contributed their share in bringing such
awakening by way of instituting legal equality and by introducing Western education,
railway communication, telegraph and postal services etc.
Jyotiba Phule (1827-1890), an activist, thinker, social reformer, writer,
philosopher, theologist, scholar, editor and revolutionary from Maharashtra,
India in the nineteenth century, led the struggle for social equality by the so-
called depressed classes in Maharashtra. He was born on April 11, 1827 in Satara
district of Maharashtra. Who was born in the family of a gardener. It is said that
his ancestors supplied flowers and garlands to the Peshwa’s family and, thus
came to be called ‘Phule’. Jyotiba Phule occupies a unique position among the
social reformers of Maharashtra. Being a teacher of the oppressed and a stern
critic of Brahmin orthodoxy, he aspired for a radical change in the society. The
task of bringing a radical change in the 19™ century Maharashtra was not that
simple. However, to witness a transformation he had made tremendous effort to
solve the problems related to gender and caste oppressions. His constructive
ideas to eradicate any kind of exploitation are valid even today. Jyotiba possessed
a quiet nature since his childhood. While studying in the Scottish Mission School,
he became conversant with human rights and duties. He was inspired by the lives
of Shivaji and George Washington. Through his readings on American
democracy, French revolution and mesmerised by the logical thinking in Thomas
Paine’s Rights of Man, Phule started to develop a sense of social justice. He met
with some bitter experiences of life, when he came into contact with the
Brahmins, Under the pressure from Brahmins, he and his wife were turned out of
their ancestral house by his father Govindarao. Also due to their pressure, Phule
had to close down the school he had opened for girls.

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All through his life, Phule tried to bring awakening among the depressed people,
worked for their self-respect and tried to get social justice for them. He also worked for
the female education. In 1851, he established girls’ school at Poona and made efforts for
the remarriages of widows. In 1873, he founded the Satya Shodak Samaj, (The Truth
Seekers Society) its main aim was to obtain social justice for the backward and
depressed classes. He opened a number of schools and orphanages with the said
purpose. He also published several critical works such as Dharma Tritiya Ratna,
Ishvara and Life of Shivaji. In 1872, he wrote a book entitled Ghulamgiri, in which he
challenged the superiority of the Brahmins. In his testimony before the Hunter
Commission, Jyotiba Phule asserted that the aim of the Christian missionaries was
neither patriotic nor limited to education alone. Jyotibaa phule soon became famous for
his social reforms. He was made a member of the Poona Municipality in 1876. In 1888,
he was honoured with the title ‘Mahatma’ and became popular as Mahatma Jyotiba
Phule among the masses

Any discussions on women emancipation and empowerment in India look
incomplete without a reference to Jyotiba Phule. Through his revolutionary ideas, he
brought about a radical change among the women folk of 19" century Maharashtra. His
constructive ideas on improving the condition of women are a model until today. Due to
his contribution towards women emancipation, he is always compared with John Stuart
Mill and Freidrich Engels. He raised his voice to address the problem of women’s
oppression. However, his thoughts on resolving women’s oppression through their own
efforts and autonomy makes him join the company of other nineteenth century male
feminists like Mill and Engels. Phule differed from other male reformers, as he believed
that women have to, through their own struggles; evolve ways of living with dignity. In
this, education played a very crucial role for Phule.

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule stressed on universalisation of education i.e. education for all
irrespective of caste, colour, creed, sex and poverty. Mahatma Jyotiba Phule had done a
lot in his life to reform society, to fight for establishing equality in society. As he
wanted education for all, it is the motto of present education system, to provide
education to all. Following his principles Dr. Ambedkar had compiled the constitution
in which we have provision for free and compulsory education and universalization of
education in the constitution in the art 45 but the target of this article is yet to be
achieved which was to be achieved within 10 years from the commencement of the
constitution. Mahatama Jyotiba Phule has expressed his views about primary education
and primary teacher in the statement forwarded to Hunter Commission. He asserted that
it was the need of the day to concentrate more on primary education than on higher
education. The British Government received more amounts by taxes from the common
masses but in return it does not extent facilities for spreading primary education to the
common masses.

Mahatama Jyotiba Phule severely opposed this practice of British government.
He demanded that the tax collected from the masses should be spent on their welfare,

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more importantly on education. Through education, Mahatama Jyotiba Phule did not
want to raise the temporary standard of living of few persons. He was in fact thinking of
the future of education for independent India, therefore he was trying to establish the
permanent value of education to the Indian society with freedom of mind and liberty in
action. He writes in one of his poems on the importance of Education:
Lack of education lead to lack of wisdom,
Which leads to lack of morals,
Which leads to lack of progress,
Which leads to lack of money,
Which leads to the oppression of the lower classes,
See what state of the society one lack of education can cause!”
Here, Phule is on the opinion that the reason for all the existing problems in the society
is lack of education. Therefore with due importance, he initiated to educate the women
and downtrodden in spite of hostile opposition from the dominant Brahminical
orthodoxy. He was convinced that both women and the Sudras from the Hindu
community should avail themselves of modern education. At the time, even the
Brahmins were opposed to educating their women. He decided to open a school for
girls, for, if a woman were educated, the home could become a school where the
educated mother could teach her children. On his visit to Mission School, he meets
Madame Farrar, wherein she expresses her views about the sad state of women
education in India. She also offers a piece of advice to Phule that “...each Indian male
should take to educating his wife who could then help him in the spread of education.”
Accordingly, after returning to Pune, he encouraged his wife Mata Savitribai Phule to
get educated; she did so and later started a school for girls belonging to the lower castes.
In the annals of women emancipation, it is a celebrated event of Phule family.

He had a relied upon education in order to fight the deep-rooted caste system
“Phule developed a keen sense of social justice, becoming passionately critical of the
Indian caste system. He argued that education of women and the original inhabitant of
India was a vital priority in addressing social inequalities”. Apart from educating the
women, he makes special reference to women while discussing human rights. As the
Sudras were deprived of their rights by Brahmins by keeping them ignorant. Likewise,
women’s were denied education to keep them in the male domination. Shedding the
lights on the Hindu scripts, he opines that the Hindu religious texts have given the male
too much of concessions but it has imposed severe restrictions on women. Phule was
much concerned about the marriage system of 19" century. He attacked the age-old
practices and customs like child marriage, polygamy, objection to remarriage of widow
women, harassment of widows and prostitution.
Therefore, Phule had a great belief in education to change the society with this noble
intent he worked for the upliftment of downtrodden and women in the 19" century
Mabharashtra.
Apart from working for the liberation of the Bahujans, Sudras, Ati Sudras and
protecting them from exploitation and atrocities, he also fought to attain equal right for
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peasants. During 1875, farmers of Solapur, Pune, Satara and Ahmedabad revolted
against the moneylenders who were defrauding the poor by signing the bonds worth
more than the loan taken. The government also appointed a committee to investigate
into this issue. On the committee's recommendation, the government passed the Deccan
Agricultural Relief Act, 1879 with the view of protecting the rights of farmers.
Jyotirao's weekly 'Deenbandu’ supported these regulations. About the British, Jotirao
said:

Farmers had no money to educate their children. The English officials engrossed in their
own affairs, have no time to listion to the farmer grievances. They go by the briefs of
their Brahmin subordinates. The farmers do not have enough food to feed their families,
nor clothes on their bodies. The British government is a highly expensive government
run by officials earning exorbitant salaries, while the farmers are getting crushed under
the indirect burden imposed by the huge salaries being paid to retired officials.
According to Jotirao there were several reasons for the extreme poverty of the farmers.
Before the British came, kings and rulers of states had maintained huge armies in which
people were employed in large numbers. Hence the farmlands were not burdened. After
the decline of Peshwas, soldiers in the Maratha army were rendered jobless. They
returned home and took of farming as a result of which pressure on the farmland
increased. In place time the population increased too. Families were hard-pressed to
support their families and livestock on the income from the divided land. The forest
department, in turn, encroached upon pasture land. Land fertility declined. Divided who
owned ploughs and oxen. The landless farmers began to wander in search of jobs as
weavers, carpenters and ironsmiths.

On the basis of his in-depth knowledge of the rural economy and the agriculture sector,
Phule suggested certain solutions to these problems. The first and the most important
solution to the problem of the poverty of the farmers which Phule suggested was
construction of bunds, tanks and dams so that sufficient water was made available to the
farm. He wanted the government to take up schemes such as soil conservation, animal
breeding and teaching of modern techniques of farming, holding exhibitions of
agriculture annually etc. He pointed out that unless agriculture was made profitable, the
agricultural banks which were talked about in those days would not succeed. He asked
the government to reduce the burden of taxes on farmers in order to make agriculture
profitable. After paying land cess and local funds, each person in a farmer's family was
left with less than three rupees for a month, when an ordinary Brahmin or British officer
used to get fifteen rupees in a month for his miscellaneous expenses.

Thus, Phule had shown a rare understanding of the economic problems of the Indian
Society. Though he had welcomed, as seen earlier, British rule he had realised how
Indian economy, especially its rural sector, was being ruined by the colonial connection.
The high caste elite nationalists had shown how wealth was being drained to England
from India. Phule who was looking from the viewpoint of farmers and lower castes
could see another type of drain of wealth i.e. from rural sector to urban sector, from
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peasant economy to the Brahmin domain. It should be pointed out that Phule did not
made any class differentiation within the peasantry.
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Abstract : The nineteenth century was an era of Social Criticism and transformation
that focused on nationalism, caste and gender. All major questions taken up by the
reformers were connected with women’s issues such as child marriage, ban on women’s
education, Sati, tonsuring of widows, ban on widow remarriage etc. Jyotiba took up the
issue of caste and gender. He revolted against the unjust caste system under which
millions of people had suffered for centuries. He also focused on education of women’s
from all the castes. He raised the problem of women’s oppression and his thoughts on
resolving women’s oppression through their own efforts and autonomy makes him join
the company of their nineteenth century. Western philosophers and male feminists like
J.S. Mill and F. Engles. Mahatma Phule gave importance to upliftment of lower caste
and women education and took necessary steps for this at that time.

Introduction

Jyotiba Phule one of the ‘Mahatmas’ of India, occupies a unique position among
social reformers of Maharashtra in the ninetieth century India. Phule played a
remarkable role in this area. In order to remedy the problems of gender and caste
oppression, he contributed with constructive suggestions. He started reflecting critically
about the ground realities of the huge majority of rural masses. Influenced by Thomas
Paine’s books on “Rights of Man”, Phule developed a keen sense of Social Justice,
becoming passionately critical of handicap Caste system. Besides being a leader and
organizer of the under — privileged class movement, Phule was a philosopher in his own
right with several books and articles to his credit. Throughout his life, Jyotiba Phule
worked for the emancipation of the downtrodden people.

Exploitation of women and underprivileged class and protection of human rights
all these issues and their rational humanist treatment was the agenda of the Philosophy
of Phule.

Jyotiba Phule was the Philosopher, Leader and organizer of the oppressed castes.
He taught for Social Justice like rights of the women and work for their emancipation.
Objective of the Study

1. To study Jyotiba Phule’s contribution for Social Justice
2. To study Jyotiba Phule’s Contribution for women’s development.

JYOTIBA PHULE’S CONTRIBUTION FOR SOCIAL JUSTICE WITH SPECIAL REFERENCE TO WOMEN
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Methodology

This present paper is an attempt to highlight Mahatma Phule’s Views on Social
Justice with special reference to women. This paper is based on secondary data
collected from internet, published papers, books related to Jyotiba Phule.

Analysis and Discussion

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule was greatly contributed to the emergence of independent
labour, peasant, dalit and women upliftment movements. His movements was against
the practice of untouchability, casteisum and caste and class based as well as the gender
based discriminations, Socio- economic inqualities and injustice etc. By establishing
the ‘Satya Shodhak Samaj’ in 1873, he gave organizational structure to his movement.
Mahatma Phule was an earliest leader, who strongly opposed gender inequality. He
was the first revolutionary and leader of downtrodden, peasants and supporter of
women’s education. He paved the way for the new era of Social Activism. He
established many institutions and tried to remove man made inequality. He was the first
achieve leader of down trodden and introduced us to humanity. He was propagator of
human unity and national progress. He was a founder of many movements important
among one of them is movement of women’s education.

Jyotiba Phule wanted to create a new social system in India based upon equality,
Justice, liberty and fraternity. In the history of India he was the first person who spread
women education by opening girl schools and opened orphanages for widow women
and their children. He sacrificed his life for the upliftment of untouchables, peasants
and women. Mahatma Jyotirao Phule is regarded as the most important figure of social
reform movement in India. He is regarded as the father of Indian Social Revolution.
Phule’s Philosophy of women’s education and his work.

Mahatma Jyotirao Phule was fully conscious about the importance of education.
He knew that education can only be the powerful instrument of Social revolution.
Education can only bring Social equality and Social Justice in the Society. The essence
of the educational Philosophy of Mahatma Phule was to be educated is a human right.
Mahatma Phule emphasized on education to all. He was the sponsor of concept of
universalization of education means to accept and extend facilities of education to all
irrespective of caste, creed, religion, sex and physical or moral disability.

Phule worked for women education. Through his activities and undaunted
efforts he tried to build foundation of women education. He believed that education
made women more knowledgable. They became conscious of what is right and wrong
in the light of science. Women began to question the age old customs which degraded
them. Education for women and untouchables was nothing more than a day dream. In
such phenomena he struggled a lot for the education of women and low castes inspite of
threats to his life.

Education of women and the lower caste, he believed, deserved priority. Hence
at home he began educating his wife savitribai and open girl’s school in India in August
1848. Only eight girls were admitted on the first day. Steadily the number of students
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increased. Jotirao opened two more girl’s Schools during 1851 — 52. Savitribai taught
in this school also and suffer a lot because of the hostility of the orthodox people. He
also started a school for the lower classes, especially the Mahars and Mangs. Thus the
pioneering work done by Phule in the field of female and lower castes education was
unparalleled in the history of education in India. In a memorial addressed to the
education commission (Popularly known as Hunter Commission) in 1882, he described
his activities in the field of education.

For him education is the power to think clearly, the power to act well in the
world’s work, and the power to appreciate life. For Phule education can empower and
make society more democratic.

Feminism and women empowerment and Social Justice

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule and his wife Savitribai were remarkable personalities,
especially for their times. He started women education from the education of his wife
and trained her for the school. Savitribai was the first women teacher in India. He
started the first school for girls at Pune in the year 1848. He advocated education for
female students from the downtrodden communities and adults. He started schools. He
extablished institutes like the ‘ Pune Female Native Schools’ and the ‘ Society for
Promoting education for Mahar, Mangs.

More important, he engaged in his education at home too. Jyotiba prepared his
wife, Savitribai to teach in the girls school, with a view to educating the women first, in
order to bring in the value of equality at home. Savitribai had to face bitter opposition
from the orthodox society of the time for teaching girls and people from the under
privileged groups in the school. Despite this bitter opposition, Jyotiba and savitri
continued their work with sincerity. Phule gave importance to upliftment of lower
castes and women education and took necessary steps for this at that time. Savitribai
had the pride of being the first lady teacher. Jyotiba was a very noble thinker, reformer,
educationist and social revolutionary.

Women empowerment is essential concept these days as Y.V. Satyanarayan
rightly said, “The dominance of men over women is an age old practice, but after the
advent of democracy and democratic institution, almost every nation recognized the
freedom, equality and human rights of women. Now, women are entitled to live with
self respect and dignity by exercising various rights to women in the past and its
ongoing effects in the present should be properly addressed by way of empowering
women in all spheres of Social Life.

Phule believed in the equality of men and women. He stressed on Women’s
education, emancipation of women. He brought women in Public life. He said equality
and oneness is necessary for the development of the country. “ In order to empower
women he opposed child marriage”.

He initiated widow remarriage and started a home for widows in that time
widow remarriage were banned and child marriage was very common among the
Brahimins and in the Hindu Society. Many widows were young and not all of them
could live in a manner in which the orthodox people expected there to live. Some of the
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widows resorted to abortion or left their illegitimate children to their fate by leaving
them on the streets. Realizing the dangers of a widow giving birth to a child conceived
in unfortunate circumstances after her husband’s death, he opened a home for new born
infants in 1863 to prevent infanticides and suicides. Phule vehemently advocated
widow — remarriage and even got a home built for housing upper caste widows during
1854. He requested people all the time to send their children in schools he opened for
downtrodden and women.

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule established Satyshodhak Samaj which showed the seeds
of development of the masses and propounded the spread of rational thinking. The
movement carried on by the samaj was the first of its kind to reach the remote villages.
He carried on the social reform movements based on Social equality. Phule believed in
the equality of men and women. He did not merely stress the equality of men but also
equality of men and women. For Phule equality in the society meaningless without
equality of man and women in the family. He propagated universal humanism based on
values of freedom, equality and universal brotherhood.

Conclusion

Jyotirao believed that men and women should live together unite on this earth as
one family, with honesty and without discrimination, no matter to which village
province, country, continent or religious beliefs they adhere to.

Jyotirao’s philosophy was based upon Justice, Equality, Liberty and Fraternity.

He was the first revolutionary and leader of downtrodden, peasants and
supporter of women’s education. He paved the way for the new era of Social Activism.
He established many institutions and tried to remove man made inequality. He was the
first active leader of downtrodden and introduced us to humanity. He sought to create a
new culture in the society which is based on equality, justice and humanity.

Mahatma Phule initiated Social Change in 19" century in India especially in
Maharashtra through his philosophy. Jyotiba was a global philosopher in 19" century,
he raised the problems of women’s oppression. Jyotiba did not spell out a theory of
patriarchy or a fundamentally inequality between men and women. He suggested the
need to reform the condition of women through their education in which rationality
plays a central role.

He said that women, the neglected and those who are deprived of education for
long should be given top priority in educational facilities and thus Social Justice should
be established. Education should be based on equality because such education binds the
society together. It does not destruct the society hence it is beneficial for the welfare of
the country.

To conclude with, we can say that he was the first Indian educationist whose
pragmatic views on education were honoured by British rule in India.

His educational ideas and principles especially in the field of women education
and universal, free and compulsory primary education are most welcome in the modern
Indian Society as elsewhere. There is no gain saying the fact that the history of women
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education in India will be just incomplete without reference to the contribution of
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule.
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Abstract:-

JyotibaPhule (1827-1890) initiated reform movement against inhuman and
barbarous social practices such as casteism, untouchability, feelings of superiority in
society in terms of caste, restriction on widow remarriages etc. To overcome such
practices he started work at different level. It consist personal practice of reforms,
awareness by writings and education.To analyses the situation and tracing the facts
regarding rituals, blind faiths, and intensions of the exploiters.

Introduction:-

In the caste base discrimination and evil social practice era of 19" century
emerged Mahatma Phule as a social reformer. He is popularly known as father of Indian
social revolution. Apart from this he is also known as philosopher, educationist and
activist. He is a pioneer of radical social reform in India. His remarkable contribution in
the field of caste system, untouchability, widow remarriage, education, gender etc. is
significant one. His contribution in the field of women, education, agriculture, case
system, women and widow remarriages is remarkable (Khanna: 2014).

Before social reform of 19century, the society was under clutches of orthodox.

The Conservative society had imposed restrictions on the lower caste people which
leads for theirfardeteriorating condition. The indiansociety was divided in caste and sub-
caste groups such as Brahmins, Kshatriya, kurmi, untouchables etc..At that time heinous
and barbarous practices such as untouchability,casteism, superiority feelings, worse
condition of women, cruelty with widow etc were at apex. The life of widow was worse
than hell. The condition of lower caste was far worst. The restrictions and bindings were
compelling them to live inhuman life. In those days evil practices, untouchables and
women’s education was prohibited.
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule is known to promote social justice. He made a lot of effort
towards the upliftment of the untouchables and initiated a number of movements for
their development. He gave the slogan that for all the human beings there is one
religion, one caste and one God. He made a lot of effort to provide social justice to the
weaker section. Mahatma Phule was associated with 1) Movement against
discrimination (2) Movement of Dalit (3) Movement of women's education. (4)
Peasant’s movement (5) movement against blind faith.
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Against this backdrop the study intends to focus on the following set of
objectives.
Objectives:-
1. To study the conditions prevailing during the time of Mahatma Phule.
2. To understand Mahatma JyotibhaPhule’sstrategies for social reform.
Methodology:-

Research Methodology involves process followed to achieve the desired
objectives. This article is purely based on the secondary data available on social
conditions at the time of mahatma Phule, Phule’swritings, and literature available in the
form of print and electronic form.

The present study is purely based on the secondary sources. For the purpose of
study, the books on Mahatama Phule by himself and others. Research articles, reports
etc are reviewed to trace the contemporary social condition and intervention of mahatma
Phule. Apart from this the proceedings of various seminars, Conferences and Symposia
are used to justify the topic.

Discussion:-

MahatmalyotibhaPhule, a star who rose on the firmament and who still continues to
guide the thinking people of Maharashtra. During the life time of Phule, Social injustice,
inequality, casteism, exploitation of the farmers and the underprivileged strata of
society, untouchability and the suppression of women were rampant. Mahatma Phule
was solely involved in battle against social evils.JyotiraoPhule is popularly known as
Mahatma Jyotiba Phule. He is also called as the Father of Indian Social Revolution. He
was social reformer, philosopher and activist from Maharashtra.

In his time, inhuman and barbarous customs like worships of inanimate objects,
untouchability, casteism, sense of superiority and inferiority, inhuman treatment with
women, cruelty on widows, rituals etc. were prevalent. Becoming widow was
unfortunate and society was treating her as inhuman. The mentality of the widow was
made to accept all the restrictions and bindings as part of curse. The women’s were
suppressed in the name of religion or traditional customs prevalence in the
society.Women’s education was prohibited and doors of temple were closed. Deprived
of all human rights, the depressed classes were obliged to serve the higher caste people
with body and soul, so that they could earn their livelihood under these adverse
conditions (chaturvedi 2000).

Awareness and enabling strategies:-

Phule’sWrittings:-Mahatama Jyotiba Phule fought against social problems and evil
social practice on two way. Firstly he started by avoiding evil practices and secondaly
he use to write for people’s awareness on the other hand he also started work through
establishment of institutions. By using various channels Phule was attacking to restore
the social justice in the society. In “VividhaDnanavistar” magazine Phule published his
poems, called, published his poems, although the intention was to highlight that
JyotibaPhule views were wrong. SatyashodhakSamaj (Society of Seekers of Truth) The
intension behind this organization was to save the downtrodon from the exploitation and
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atrocities of the orthodoxy and dominant castes. Very clearly StyashodhakSamaj
published its resolutions consisting three guiding principles: a) all human being are
children of one God; hence, they are my brothers and sisters. b) Just as one does not
need a mediator to meet one’s mother or to please one’s father, similarly one does not
need a priest of a guru to pray to God. I do not feel the need for a mediator when I
worship, pray of meditate. I shall exhort others to believe likewise. c) I shall educate my
sons and daughters. 1 make this resolution with God as my witness. May God give me
the strength to live my life according to these principles.The work of the
SatyashodhakSamaj drew the attention of many thinkers, inspiring them to act. But
those with the courage to personally practice the reforms were very few in number.
Works of Mahatma Jyotiba Phule:

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule's philosophy found in his following books:

1. BrahmanacheKasab (1969):In this Phule has exposed the exploitation of
downtrodden by the Brahmin priests.

2. Gulamgiri (1873): In this book he has given a historical survey of the slavery of
lower castes. This book Narrate the history of Brahmin domination in India.
The main aim of this book was to raise consciousness among the people against
exploitation on the name of religion.The striking feature of this book isto
remove ignorance, illiteracy, prejudices and caste-based beliefs among the lower
castes and free them from the mental slavery resulting from centuries of
Brahmin dominance.

3. BrahamaniDharmcharyaAadpadadyat:-in this manifesto he explained the
ideals from French revolution for freedom, equality and fraternity.

4. ShetkaryanchaAsud (1883): In this book he has written on exploitation of
peasants. He analyzed how the peasants were being exploited in those days. A
detailed explanation of the circumstances and way of exploitation is given in this
book.

5. SarvajanikSatyadharmaPustak (1891):In this book he put forward the
concept of universal religion and throws light on blind faiths.

6. AsprushyanchiKaifiyat (1893): in this book discussed on the problems of the
untouchable as agric labour and also suggested solutions of the agrarian
problems.

Every writings of Phule are the reactions against the evil customs and traditions
practiced in Maharashtra. There were differences on the basis of caste, sex. No human
rights to downtrodden, only sufferings, inferior treatment, injustice, exploitation
was there in the Society. This type of social system was supported by religious
Purana and Vedas. Hence Phule showed strongreaction against this. He sought to
create a new culture in the society which is based on equality, justice and
humanity (Bakane et.al : 2012).

As we stated earlier he wanted to create a new social system in India based upon
equality, justice, liberty and fraternity. In the history of India he was the first
person who spread women education by opening girl schools and opened
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orphanages for widow women and their children. Phule sacrificed his life for weaker
section of the society such as untouchables, farmers, women etc3

Education:-

Phule couple has great contribution in promotion of education for the weaker section of
the society. Savitribai was the first women teacher in India. Phule opened first school
for girls at Pune, in the year 1848. The intension behind was to impart the education to
the women which were socially restricted to get education specially belonging to
downtrodden (Shudras/Atee Shudras) communities. He established institutes like the
‘Pune Female Native Schools’” and the ‘Society for PromotingEducation for
untouchables. This work was opposed by the upper caste group, they agitated against
this by resorting different type of acts such as assaulting, throwing wastes etcdespite this
bitter opposition, Jyotiba and Savitribai continued their work with sincerity.

Women empowermentis an essential concept these days as Y.V.Satyanarayana
rightly said, “The dominance of men over women is an age-old practice, but after
the advent of democracy and democratic institution, almost every nation
recognized the freedom, equality, and human rights of women. Now, women are
entitled to live with self-respect and dignity by exercising various rights to women in
the past and its ongoing effects in the present should be properly addressed by way
of empowering womenin all spheresof social life.”(Islam: 2013).

Widow Remarriage:-

“In order to empower women he opposed child marriage. He initiated widow-
remarriage and started a home for widows. In that time widow remarriage were banned
and child-marriage wasvery common among the Brahmins and in the Hindu society.
Many widows were young and not all of them could live in a manner in which the
orthodox people expected them to live. Some of the widows resorted to abortion
or left their illegitimate children to their fate by leaving them on the streets.
Realizing the dangers of a widow giving birth to a child conceived in unfortunate
circumstances after her husband’sdeath, he opened a home for newborn infants in 1863
to prevent infanticides and suicides”

He encouraged women and children of downtron section to attend the
school.“The education which does not help the common mass of people to equip
themselves for the struggle for life, which does not bring out strength of character, a
spirit of philanthropy, and the courage of a lion....real education is that which
enables oneto stand on one’s legs.”(Joshi:2013).

In the curriculum of primary education, preliminary knowledge about agriculture and
health should be included.  Practical knowledge is superior to  bookish
knowledgehence primaryknowledge in Modi (a special Marathi script)(regional
languages were supported ) accounts, History, Grammar, Agriculture, Ethics and
Health should be imparted

Drinking water well:-At a time when even the shadow of a person of scheduled caste
used to be shunned, Mahatma Phule and SavitribaiPhule opened the well in their house
to people of all castes and creeds in 1868.
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Barbers StrikeThere was a custom of shaving off a widow’s hair. Mahatma Phule and
SavitribaiPhule are popularly credited for spearheading a barber’s strike where they
refused to perform the customary tonsure of widows.
Widow’s children: -widow had number of restrictions; at any cost remarriage was not
permissible. If any widow engaged passionate desire, either she had to bear the stigma
of illegitimate motherhood or she had no other way exceptcommitting suicide. For such
widow womenPhulestarted a home in 1853, where pregnant widows could come for
delivery.
Personally practice the reforms:-
Rejection of remarriage for child:- Jyotiba possess very revolutionary thoughts which
challenges the established norms of contemporary society.Jyotibha Phule himself had
no children. When his father-in-law advised to remarry for children, Phule rejected offer
and said “If a woman cannot beget a child from her first husband, will she be justified in
getting a second husband? This male practice of a second marriage because there is no
issue from the first is an extremely cruel one.
Discard rituals: -“On the death of his father, Jyotiba Phule performed the last rites, but
not according to tradition. He fed orphans and invalids. On his father's first death
anniversary, he distributed food among the poor and books among students. His wife
who was herself childless served the children in the anti-abortion center with tender
affection.
Eradication of untouchability:-Jyotibha Phule had set a personal example of his belief
in the eradication of untouchability. Paying no heed to the orthodox dictates of Hindu
society, Jotirao threw open the water tank near his house to untouchables, for whom the
municipality had not made any arrangements for providing water. During 126 summers,
they had to walk long distances to fetch water. Jyotiba Phule castefellows threatened to
ostracize him. It was rumored that he had converted to Christianity, because only
Christian missionaries did not believe in being polluted by the untouchables. Jyotiba
Phule showed exemplary courage in the face of strong social pressure. He believed that
right was on his side.
Conclusion

The social reform movement launched by Mahatma Jyotiba Phule has
manifolds. He was very strategic towards combating the social problems and evil
traditions associated with weaker sections, downtrodden and women. Phule
systematically encounter the every evil practices by resorting situational interventional
strategies. Firstly Phule started social reform movement at personal level. He started to
practice to discard all the rituals whichpromoteblind faith and superstitions. He set an
example while his father was died. He discarded all the ceremonies of priests. To
weaken the untouchability he opened his well for the untouchables.

The second strategy was to generate awareness among the masses facing
casteism and exploitation, he started attacks by writings on Discrimination, casteism,
exploitation, and peasant’s problems etc apart from this he also set the organizations for
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searching the rationality of the rituals and its reality in terms of its practice. The

awareness was made by books, poetry and dramas.

Finally, Phule couple has great contribution in abolition of untouchability, girl’s

education, widow remarriages etc.
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Abstract

Indian Constitute gives an idea to the national player to serve for their society.
State has a fundamental role to play to construct a just society. India has been
implementing social justice programs through its reservation policy. All human beings
are equal by birth but few people constructed caste system based on occupations which
contributed to the evil practice of untouchability. Certain sections of society were
denied access to the natural resources and denied right to livelihood, this practice
excluded them from the mainstream.

Mahatma Phule, Chhatrapti Shahu Maharaj and Ambedkar had addressed these
issues in a different way during the British colonial period. They addressed the problem
of untouchability and came out with concrete proposals for the removal of
untouchability and the upliftment of the marginalized and the excluded. Theye believed
that the root of untouchability lies in the caste system and caste in the hands of the
orthodox has been a powerful weapon for persecuting the reformers and for killing all
reforms. Ambedkar felt that no socio-political reform movement could be successful
without the annihilation of caste. He wanted justice for untouchables as well as the
weaker sections of the society by making provision in this regard in the Constitution
itself. Ambedkar’s just society is based on three fundamental principles i.e. Liberty,
Equality and Fraternity. But the present scenario shows us a gloomy picture of
Ambedkar’s idea of dealing with the weaker sections in the society. This study would
discuss problems of social justice and filing of Ambedkar on social justice.
Introduction

The analysis of Ambedkar’s social justice philosophy is very tough job. We
know that Dr.B.R.Ambedkar was an architect of Indian Constitution. He was also a
great teacher, educationist, lawyer, economist, anthropologist, sociologist, author,
orator, politician, trade union leader, preacher and social revolutionary. In India so
many social reformers emerged to fight against injustice in favors of low traden
communities. Some leaders like Mahatma Phule,Rajshree Shahu Maharaj successfully
communicated their own ideas to societies towards the welfare of depressed society.

Particularly, Ambedkar worked for the Human rights, women rights, backward
castes, minorities and working class people and struggled all his life for the minimum
dignity of all human beings. He was one of the most educated persons with multiple
degrees from India and Abroad.He wrote several books and articles to put forth his
theories for the problems facing India at that time. His two well known works “Who
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Were the Shudras?-1947” and “The Untouchables -1948” has for the first time analyzed
,in detail the ‘Shudras’ and ‘untouchables’ which created a stir in. Ambedkar advocated
human dignity, liberty, quality, and fraternity through the legal provision.
Universal Idea of Social Justice
The social justice is derivatives from concept of ethical morality. Social justice
affects developmental policy as well as whole development of social welfare program.
Kelson observed that social justice mean that a social order is just? It means that this
order regulated the behavior of man in a way satisfactory to all men so that all mean
find their happiness in it. Social justice is social happiness. It is happiness guaranteed by
a just social order. Just social system seeks to remove social disability by birth resulting
in social and economic inequality. Social justice means equal social opportunities shall
be available to everyone to develop their personalities which is associated with equality
and social rights. According to Ambedkar, his Justice is based on moral values and self
respective.
Ambedkar’s thought about Religeon
Ambedkar was against the concept of Hindu social system.He did not like Hindu
religion. He believed that conversion of religion to give social justice in the name
Buddha religion and he observed that Buddhism is the best way to be adopted to
promote peaceful social livelihood.
Following are the key factors which make Ambedkar conservation to Buddha.
a. The rational consciousness of assessing things for a better life of human beings.
The freedom of choice in which man realize his individual dignity.
c. The realization of the higher life by transcending the lower plane of human
existence.
d. The revolt against suppression and enslavement of humanity.
The entire change of traditional pattern of society for providing physical facilities
for all.
f. The emancipation of ignored humanity and the revitalization of overlooked reality.
The Hindu religion creates caste system based on occupation. Justice Venugopal
says that the based on social system assigned a hierarchical position to each caste giving
rise to conflict and disharmony. In Hindu system the untouchables had nothing to do
except to obey it and respect it. The untouchables have not rights against the touchables.
Ambedkar and thinker of that time believed that the root of untouchability is the caste
system, the roots of the caste system is religion attached to Varnashra. Ambedkar said
that the major discriminatory of features of casteism are.

a. Hierarchy.

b. Lack of social efficiency.

c. Social immobility.

d. Responsible for disruptive tendencies.
e. Excommunication.

f. Endogamy .

g.

Anti social sprit.
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Ambedkar says that the caste is religion and religion is anything but an institution. It
may be institutionalized by it is not the same as the institution in which it is embedded.
Religion is an influence or force suffused through the life of each individual molding his
character determining his actions and reaction, his likes and dislikes. The research feels
that the existing Hindu social system was against the just social order. Ambedkar argued
that the Brahmins were dominated Hindu society who was said that the fundamental
principles of Brahminism are
a. Graded inequality between the different classes.

b. Complete disarmament the Shudras and the untouchable.

c. Complete prohibitions of education of the Shudras and the untouchables.

d. Ban on the Shudras and the untouchables occupying places of power and authority.
e. Complete subjugation and suppression of women

He suggested that the following changes in the Hindu outlook:

a. There should be one and only on standard work of Hindu, religion acceptable to all

Hindus and recognized by all Hindu.

Priesthood among Hindu should be abolished.

c. No ceremony should be allowing to be performed by a priest who does not hold a
legally valid same.

Priests should be servants of the state and should be subject to disciplinary action.

e. The number of priests should be legally limited according the requirements of the
state.

Ambedkars Filling on Social Justice

Injustice is everywhere not only western countries and India also.Ambedkar did
a movement amongst marginalized communities. His concept of justice generated from
the French Revolution of 1789. Ambedkar’s perspective of social justice is based on
social democracy which consists of three concept of justice namely liberty, equality and
fraternity. These principles of liberty; equality and fraternity are not to be treated as
separated items in a trinity. They form a union of trinity in the sense that to divorce one
from the other is to defeat the very purpose of democracy.

Ambedkar say that liberty has divided into two categories namely Civil Liberty
and Political Liberty.
1. Civil Liberty: Ambedkars filling of civil liberty deals with three basic opinions are
a. Liberty of movement.
b. Liberty of speech.
c. Liberty of action.
Civil liberties are often formally guaranteed in Indian constitution but ignored in
practice which came from Bill of Rights. Civil right is often used to refer to one or more
of these liberties or indirectly to the obligation of government to protect depressed
community from violations of one or more of their civil liberties.
2. Political Liberty: The political liberty consists in of the
a. Rights of the individual to share in the framing of law in the making and unmaking

of governments.
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b. Liberty is accompanied with social and economic equality.

c. Education made available to all.

These liberties are restricted by old Hindu social system but these are the part of the

human liberty to crate just social order.

3. Equality: The equality before law is in the main foundation social equality,
Ambedkar believed “One Man One Value” which means the basic need of each
person are well satisfied with freedom and dignify. The economic equality
emphasizes the quality of opportunity.

4. Fraternity: Ambedkar says Fraternity means a sense of common brotherhood of all
Indian, all Indians being one people. It is the principle which gives unity and
solidarity to social life.

5. Democracy: Every individual achieve social equality, economic and political justice
guaranteed in the preamble of the constitution. Liberty, equality and fraternity
should be the only alternative to abolition caste society. Liberty cannot be divorced
from equality; equality cannot be divorced from fraternity. Without fraternity,
liberty and equality could not become a natural course of things.

6. State Socialism: B.R.Ambedkar says that combine individualism and socialism
through the introduction of state socialisms, by means of the law of the constitution.
Liberty retains the modified capitalist system of social economic, while if gives
greater concessions to the poor, the fallen and the weak, under a parliamentary form
of government. The state socialism is a worthy proposition, which envisage the
placing of some economic restraints by the state upon the owners of the means of
production. Ambedkar's concept of State Socialism is based on following point.

a. State ownership of agricultural and key industries to meet the demands of the poorer
strata of society.

Maintenance of productive resources by the state.

c. A just distribution of the common produce among the different people without any
distinction of castes or creed.

Ambedkar believed that all man have value capacities, which can be measured
easily by their coreligionists. Everyone has some value contribution in the civic order,
in which he lives. Therefore, everyone must have an equal voice or share in the
determination of the law of his land. He demands that the protection of law, equally and
ethically, status be accorded to every member, without any regard to group morally
status. State should allow participating in all democratic institution and be given their
legal rights.

Conclusions

This study concludes that Ambedkar’s filling of social justice is based on equal
rights and human dignity through legal framework. As the result of his thought, Indian
constitution grantees equal right to all. Ambedkar realized that affirmative action is only
way to improvement of low tradens communities which safeguards through legal
institutions. He denies cast system and Hindu religion also. Ambedkar believed that
economically lo tradens are very poor which they are lack access to political, social and
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economic power. Ambedkar’s ideas are supported on sustainable development of low
tradens through legal and constitutional provisions and also by organizing them for
fighting for fundamental rights.

His socio- economic and political fillings has accepted by everyone to address

contemporary socio-political issues. Study observed that Ambedkar’s filling of social
justice could not achieve as a proper manner and his concept of justice will be
propagated by institutions through civil society. Ambedkar’s filling of social justice is
relevant in contemporary Indian society to accomplishing just society within framework
of constitutional and legal methods.

constitution equality, caste , creed ,religion ,sex and place of Dr. B.R.Ambedkar. Today
Babasaheb ambedkar accepted not only as a dalit leader or only constitution maker but
also a “ global icon “, “nation builder”.

Concept of Social Justice :-

Social justice assigns to and duties in the institutions of society , which enables
people to receive the basic benefits.

The different concepts of justice as discussed in ancient western philosophy
were centered upon the community . Plato defined in The Republic ,” the principle of
the society consisting of different types of men , who have combined the impulse og
their concentration on their combination in one society and their concentration on their
separate function , have made a whole which is perfect because it is the product of the
image and the whole of the human mind.

Social justice being a multi-dimensional concept has been viewed by scholars of
law, philosophy, political science, and social science differently. social justice is the
bunch of rights . it is balancing wheel between haves and have not .it is great social
value in providing a stable society and in securing the unity of the country .

In general social justice may defined as , “The right of the week , aged , destitute

According to jhon rowls , the concept of social justice is “all social primary
goods liberty and opportunity , income and wealth and the basis of self respect are to be
distributed equally unless an unequal distribution of any or all these goods is to the
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advantage of the least favoured ™. the contents of the “social primary goods ” specified
by rawls are of particular importance , for the fair distribution of them , namely, liberty
and opportunity , income and wealth and basis of self respect in a society will
undoubtedly help to achieve the much much needed social justice.

Justice Krishna lyar a former judge of the supreme court of india says ,”social
justice is not cant but conscience, not verbal borrowing from like documents but the
social force of supreme law”. Social justice is people oriented , legal justice is
canalized, controlled and conferred by law.

The supreme court has explained the concept of social justice i.e. ‘“the
constitution commands justice , liberty , equality and fraternity as supreme value to
usher in the egalitarian social ,economic and political democracy”.

Social justice, equality, dignity of persons are corner stones of social democracy
.The concept of social justice takes within its sweep the objective of the removing
inequalities and affording equal opportunities to all citizen in social , economic and
political affairs.

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Introduction:

Most of those belonging to dalit communities are expected to stay in the
profession they are born into and overall, members of dalit and adivasi communities are
less well educated than their non-dalit counterparts. About 75 per cent of dalits live
below poverty line. Economic backwardness of dalits is mostly due to injustice done to
them by the high castes and also due to exploitation. From the time immemorial dalit
women worked like slaves, sold as commodities resulting in their social discrimination,
economic deprivation and educational backwardness. Literacy levels among dalit
women are among the lowest levels of literacy of all groups in India (in rural areas, only
ten per cent are literate).Till recently, many dalit women were ill-treated and
educationally backward inspite of the facilities of free education. Their low level of
literacy is due to three interrelated factors:

1.Continued monopolization of state, economic, cultural and other resources by

middle and upper class groups;

2. The stronger influence of casteism in rural areas on dalit women; and

3. The control of dalit men over dalit women and girls. As a result of which,

dalitwomenis access to even basic literacy or education is limited. Nearly ninety per

cent of Dalit women are in rural;
Methodology:

For this research paper, use secondary data Books, Websites, News Paper and other
Governments, nongovernment records etc.
Most of them are landless or marginal farmers who live in abject poverty with grinding
labor. Many work as coolies, or day-to-day manual workers without much returns. Their
economic situation has 22 worsened due to the overall deteriorating rural economic
conditions as a result of the New Economic Policy. So too, the deterioration and
privatization of common forest re- sources on which many Dalit women depend for
survival. Water and fuel scarcity have a direct influence on Dalit girls' access to
education. Dalit women are the target of government population programmers and
female literacy is viewed as part of this strategy, in other government programmers and
schemes for rural and urban women, it is other backward castes (OBCs), middle and
upper Hindu caste women who derive most of the benefits dalit women are left out with
few exception. In all cases of caste conflict Dalit women are the first victims. Dalit
women are invisible in school curricula and text books. Poverty, the root cause of many
social problems compels most rural Dalit parents to send their children to work rather
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than to school. Many Dalit parents consider education for girls as a luxury, pointing out
that it is expensive and later on there is lack of gainful employment opportunities. For
example, Dalit women's participation in the organized sector is negligible. However,
many parents also feel that education beyond the primary level of girls will affect their
household management. Infant mortality due to neglect and malnutrition is very high.
Among the several factors the gender division of labour, child marriage and restricted
mobility also limit Dalit women's access to education. These factors directly contribute
to a high dropout rate among dalit girls especially at the secondary school level and
higher. Dropout and non-enrollment is also due to other factors including the lack of
childcare facilities in rural areas, cooking, cleaning and other domestic chores;
employment as child laborers to supplement the family income; education and marriage
of siblings; and above all the attitudes of parents and the Dalit community. Fear of
alienation of girls from their environment as a result of education is yet another factor
for low literacy level 23 among Dalit girls. Even if the education improves the marriage
prospects of the girls, the minus point is the increase in dowry. Therefore, many parents
wish to withdraw their girls from schools. The present scenario seems to be better with
reference to the rate of literacy among dalits. The literacy rate is 31.48 per cent for boys
and 10.93 per cent for girls. In rural areas, Dalit girls need the assistance of government
and other welfare organizations. In many Dalit associations executive positions are
occupied by male members whereas very poor representation is made by women. There
is an urgent need to get a feedback about the welfare schemes where lot of money is
allocated for the development of Dalits. The funds are not properly utilized for their
development. Many of the schemes go unnoticed because they are not popularized
properly. The coaching programmed conducted by the government for Dalit women are
beneficial in training many women to compete in the competitive exams. These pro-
grammas do not reach the needy Dalit women, because they are cornered by the very
few creamy Dalit women. This needs to be monitored and schemes should be designed
in such a way so that it is evenly distributed. The benefits should be directed towards
the most deprived and constantly struggling Dalit women. Because these Dalit women
are neglected by socially advanced communities and also by the better off among the
Dalits, which leads to an unhealthy socio-economic condition. There should be some
scientific basis to pick up the poorest and they should be equipped with facilities. There
are some pre-examination coaching centers offering training for Dalits which are doing
good service. They are training them in vocational line for competitive exams, in
medical and engineering field, railway recruitment boards, 24 bank recruitment etc.
These services also need to be checked so that they reach the poorest deserving Dalit
women so as to make optimum use of the services.

The social reforms, which began in the 19th century, set in motion a number of legal
measures with a view to improving the conditions of women. The laws thus enacted,
among others, related to infanticide, child marriage, widow remarriage, sati etc. This
even though was a step forward and an enabling factor in the development of women,
the law could not achieve the desired results. For in the case of social legislation it is
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also imperative to have a change in the outlook, in the perception of women is role and
support service. All these have been very slow to come by; consequently, even after
more than a century of social reforms, the change, though discernible, is far from being
indicative of parity between men and women. The overview of the situation generally is
distressing. Rape, dowry deaths, misuses of the tests to determine the sex of the child in
the womb and the termination of pregnancy in the event of a female fetus is given an
indication of the horrible behavior patterns. In recent years the Government has taken a
number of steps to correct the wrong that is done to the girl child. We have the report of
the committee on the status of women, the women is year followed by the women is
decade, women is departments, national perspective plan for women, and the inclusion
of aspirate chapter on women is development in the 7th plan and now the national
commission. All These measures show the concern for women. 17 The women have yet
to travel a long way before they can be equated with men. Employment and income
generating production programmed was stated in 1982-83 to train women belonging to
weaker sections of society and provide them employment on sustained basis. It is
implemented through public sector undertaking/corporations/auto no mouse
bodies/voluntary organizations. Assistance for the programmed comes from Norwegian
Agency for International Development (NORAD). The concept and organization of
self-help group (SHG) has been described as an illustration for understanding. Non-
Governmental Organizations (NGOs) by organizing SHGs, facilitate a silent sustainable
grass-root revolution for ameliorating the lives of the rural poor, particularly women

Ambedkar believed untouchables do not regard Gandhi as being earnest in eradicating
untouchabilityi (Moon 1990:254). According to him, saints (like NardinhMehata) never
carried on a campaign against caste and Untouchability. The saints of the Bhakti sect
were not concerned with the struggle between man and man. They were concerned with
the relation between man and Godi (Kumber 1979). Later, a section of the SC leaders
rejected the term Harijan, considering it an insult rather than an honour. Dr. Ambedkar
had a different approach and philosophy regarding the emancipation of SCs. He strived
for an egalitarian social order. Such an order, he believed, was not possible within
Hinduism whose very foundation was hierarchical with SCs at the bottom. The
Chaturvarna system was part of Hinduism. Ether re-organization of the Hindu society
on the basis of Chaturvarna is impossible because the Varnavastha is like a leaky pot or
like a man running at the noose religious sanctity behind Caste and 9 Varna’s must be
destroyed that the sanctity of Caste and Varnas can be destroyed only by discarding the
divine authority of the Shastrasi (Moon 1979:86-87). Second, Ambedkar did not have
faith in the charitable spirit of the caste Hindus towards the untouchables. He asserted
that SCs should get organized and educated and struggle for self-respect rather than
depend on sympathy. Though Dr. B.R. Ambedkar did not popularize the ward ideality
for untouchables, his philosophy has remained a key source in its emergence and
popularity. In a way, the word Dalit is of relatively recent origin- of the 1960s-in public
discourse. Marathi- speaking literary writers, neo-Buddists by persuasion, began to use
the word Dalit in their literary works instead of Harijan or achchuta. Dalit writers who
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have popularized the word have expressed their notion of Dalit identity in their essays,
poems, dramas, autobiographies, novels and short stories. They have reconstructed their
past and their view of the present. They have expressed their anger, protest and
aspiration. Punalekar examines Dalit literary works and identity formation. The word
gained currency in public spheres during the SC-caste Hindu riots in Bombay in the
early 1970s. Dalit panthers used the term to assert their identity for rights and self-
respect. Later, the term has been used with a wider connotation. It includes all the
oppressed and exploited section of society. It does not confine itself merely to economic
exploitation in terms of appropriation of surplus. It also relates to suppression of
culture- way of life and value system- and, more importantly, the denial of dignity. It
has essentially emerged as a political category. For some, it connotes an ideology for
fundamental change in the social structure and relationships. According to
GangadharPantawane: Dalit is not a caste. Dalit is a symbol of change and revolution.
The Dalit believes in humanism. He rejects existence of God, rebirth, soul, sacred books
that teach discrimination, faith and heaven 10 because these have made him a slave. He
represents the exploited man in Hindis country (cited by Das and Massey 1995: iv).
Gopal guru argues in the Dalit identity not merely expressed who Dalits are, but also
conveys their aspirations and struggle for échange and revolution
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Introduction :

Indian democracy has taken deep roots and it has shown a great capability to confront
many challenges which emerged during the last forty and odd years since it declared
itself a republic. A few unique futures of India may be mentioned to appreciate the
significance of our democratic experiment. First, India is a multi-religious, multicultural
and multilingual country and democracy has to grapple with complex social diversity of
India. A large number of western democracies do not operate in complex and diverse
societies. While many western democracies operate in a uniform social milieu, Indian
democracy has to grapple with heterogeneous social context and to reconcile
heterogeneous social and cultural realities. Second, underdeveloped India and the Indian
notion started its democratic journey on social soil of acute poverty and backwardness.
Third, a large number of Indians live with tier loyalty to the past. While people’s
participation on the basis of universal adult franchise is a modern concept in India, the
social structure is based on traditional categories of caste, ethnicity and religion.
Democracy in India is a struggle between the traditional and the modern and such a
struggle is always a difficult enterprise.

India has lead regular elections and every
election to the Loksabha and State Assemblies has become unite competitive Voters in
India have become very conscious, active and assertive. The voters’ turnout in India has
increased remarkably during the last four decades. LokSabha elections of 1952
witnessed a voter’s turnout of 45 per cent only, the fourth LokSabha elections of 1967
had a voters’ turnout of 60 per cent, the eighth Loksabha elections of 1984 brought
voters’ turnout to 64 per cent and the ninth LokSabha elections of 1989 witnessed
voters, turnout of 62 per cent. Voters, turnout is not merely a statistical exercise, it
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reveals growing awareness of the Indian voter. Not only these Indian elections have
become highly competitive and the voter has elected and rejected various political
parties and many and every political party has accepted the verdict of the voter.

Institute as a part-time teacher from 1925 to 1928. He was nominated to the Bombay
Legislative Council in 1927 for five years, which was further extended for another five
years in 1932.

The third step in his journey as a scholar-activist occurred with his Satyagraha
on Chowdar Lake in Mahad for the Dalits’ right to draw water in 1927. He delivered his
famous speech at Mahad on December 25, 1927 in this Satyagraha, when a copy of the
Manusmriti was burnt. This was a significant step towards advancement of the Dalit
liberation and rights movement. In April 1927, he had started another Marathi
fortnightly, Bahishkrit Bharat (Exiled India). In 1928-29, he served as a Professor of
Law at the Government Law College at Mumbai. During 1928-29, he also brought out
another fortnightly, Samata (Equality). In 1930, he brought out the Marathi fortnightly,
Janata (People). During the same period, Lala Lajpat Rai was bringing outEnglish daily,
The People, from Lahore. In 1930, Dr. Ambedkar started another Satyagraha from
Kalaram temple in Nasik, and this continued intermittently for five years. In 1930 itself,
Dr. Ambedkar also became the President of the first All India Depressed Classes
Congress, held at Nagpur. The whole year of 1930 was full of activities for Dr.
Ambedkar. In this very year, he participated in the First Round Table Conference called
by the British to discuss the future shape of India. In 1931, he was part of the Second
Round Table Conference. 1932 was also a politically significant year. This was the year
when the Poona Pact, also known as the Gandhi-Ambedkar Pact, was signed on
September 24. In this year again he participated in the Third Round Table Conference!.
He was started to develop various concepts regarding economic development of the
civilization. After graduating from Elfinstone College, Bombay in 1912, he joined
Columbia University, USA where he was awarded Ph.D. Later he joined the London
School of Economics & obtained a degree of D.Sc. (Economics) & was called to the
Bar from Gray's Inn where he completed his research work on the topic of the evolution
of provincial finance in British India —a study in the provincial decentralization of
imperial finance — which was published in the year 1925. This book so still useful in
contemporary to understand economy of Indian state in order to understand the federal
nature of Indian economy, this was a first spade work that Dr. Ambedkar had conducted
on Indian State Finance. He has pointed that even when the treatment of the subject is
analytical a good analytical study often requires an historical setting. Unfortunately no
spade work been done in the field of Indian finance. Further, he has rightly pointed that
there is an inter-personal relationship between state finance and local finance and
studies regarding local finance have not been conducted. In the review published in the
Economic Journal, thejournal of the royal economic society, W. S. Thatcher had rightly
pointed out that Mr. Ambedkar has the facility of making forbidding subjects attractive
and has produced a very readable book. Mr. Thatcher has described the book as pioneer
work. He also published a valuable work on the topic history Indian currency and
banking in the year 1923. Also he founded 'Bahishkrit Hitkarini Sabha' with the main
objective of spreading education & improving the economic conditions of the depressed
classes. Ambedkar made ceaseless efforts for the removal of untouchability and the
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material progress of untouchables. From 1924 onwards, he led the movement of
untouchables till the end of his life. He firmly believed that the progress of the nation
could not be realized without first removing untouchability. Ambedkar held the view
that the removal of untouchability was linked to the abolition of the caste system and
that it could be only by discarding the religious notions from the basis of the caste
system. Therefore, in the course of his analysis of the caste system, he examined the
Hindu religious philosophy and criticized it. He did this boldly, often facing strong
resentment from the orthodox Hindus. The present research problem is very much
relevant in the age of globalization on which the schedule castes, scheduled tribes are
suffering great deal. They can be strengthened by understanding Dr. Ambedkar
progressive economic ideas, Granville Austin, a constitutional expert has pointed out in
the book ‘Indian Constitution: cornerstone of the nation’, Dr Ambedkar described the
distribution of revenue better than any financial system that I have known of, but within
the defect that the provinces are very largely dependent for their resources upon grants
made to them by the centre.” The adoption of the word socialism in 1976 was a true
manifestation of the debate that had occurred in constituent assembly. This; was
evolution of such debate that occurred in the earlier period.

In his views, the real solution lies in removing the structural inequalities caused
by past exclusion and isolation in more fundamental ways and put forward the policy of
structural equalization. It was necessary because of Hindu Social Order which is
responsible for unequal distribution of National Wealth in India. Accordingly shudras
were not allowed to acquire any sort of property such as land, fixed capital assets or a
gainful trade. Therefore, to restructure the Indian society based on Liberty, Equality,
Justice and Fraternity Dr. Ambedkar suggested some of the very important measures;
one of them is Nationalization of land. In his important book “States and Minorities” he
has given a complete plan. How to implement his plan in modern time and what are the
advantages.? Let us discuss in brief. The first thesis of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar on
agriculture problem namely “Small Holdings and Their Remedies” (1918) he rightly
points out that the low productivity and production of agriculture sector was due to lack
of inadequate inputs available to producers and non availability of alternative jobs to
laborers there is a high presser of excesses labor force on agriculture sector. Therefore
he has suggested increasing the industrial base to absorb these surplus labors. He also
demands the abolition of Khoti land holding system to protect the tenant from Khots
suppression and exploitation in 1937. However, Dr. Ambedkar knew that such measures
will not solve the root cause of sorrow of landless labors and small and marginal
farmers. So, in 1946 he demands collective methods of cultivation. There are number of
advantages of collective farming for our understanding we can classify these in two part
as follows.

Economic advantages:

a) Total production and productivity will increase due to plan production and available
of inputs such as fertilizers, capital, equipments and skill workers, and those who will
work in agriculture sector will get all benefits as other workers in industrial sector.
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b) Maximum utilization of available land.
c) Irrigation facilities to all farmers.
d) Use of modern technology at a large extent.

Twentieth century India witnessed number of towering personalities who led
foundation of modern India. The contemplations and aspirations of these leaders is
imbibed in their writings and actions. Dr. B. R. Ambedkar is no exception to this. Dr. B.
R. Ambedkar was dynamic accomplished economist as well as thinker of twentieth
century. Among his life time missions to provide socio-economic justice to his
fellowmen was one of the prime missions. He strived for it to his last breath. His
approach to the socio-economic institutes of modern India was holistic and aimed to
provide justice to the depressed and downtrodden people. Dr. B. R. Ambekar
experienced untouchability in his private life. He also experienced the misery that
common untouchable people faced. Raising the life standard of his fellowmen and
eradication of untouchaility was main focus of his life. Even in such circumstances
providing relief to the other exploited, down trodden other than untoucahables was
sought by Dr. Ambedkar. Ambedkar himself was great social-scientist, legislator,
lawyer and an expert of constitution and democratic institutions and its functioning.
Every piece of his writing, speech and thoughts are well contemplated and intended to
build modern India on modern principles of equality fraternity and liberty. Individual
liberty and democracy were prime points of concern for Dr. Ambedkar. Dr. Ambedkar’s
economic thoughts were based on some moral values. These values intended welfare of
people.

Economic problems:
e Unfavourable economic condition to adopt high cost technology.
e High cost of inputs.
e Underprivileged rural industries.

Dr. Ambedkar expected that we must have a government in which the men in
power will give their undivided allegiance to the best interest of the country. We must
have a government in which men in power knowing where obedience will end and
resistance will begin will not be afraid to amend the social and economic code of life
which the dictates of justice and expediency so urgently call for.” This was the real aim
of state socialism, through which he tried to fulfill the betterment of millions of poor.

The first thing that strikes us is that Ambedkar had studied under the foremost
authorities of the time both at the Columbia University in the US and at the University
of London. He came under the influence of the outstanding American philosopher of the
time, John Dewey who was among Ambedkar”s teachers at the Columbia University.
What was most fortuitous was Ambedkar”s teacher of public finance, Edwin R A
Seligman who was then the professor of political economy at Columbia, and firmly
placed among the most outstanding students of public finance and history of economic
thought at that time. Subsequently, when Ambedkar went to London, his teacher was an
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equally eminent economist, Edwin Cannan who was also an acknowledged authority on
the history of economic thought.

Ambedkar“s writings took all this and argued for a proper gold standard with
gold currency as he was highly critical of the gold exchange standard though the latter
received powerful theoretical support from all the then leading authorities including
John Maynard Keynes. In a gold exchange standard, the coinage is manipulated by the
government to keep it at par with the value of gold. Ambedkar asked: Was the job of
currency management only important for the amount of gold it will procure in the
external market? Obviously not, because “what really concerns those who use money is
not how much gold that money is worth, but how much of things in general that money
is worth. Ambedkar”s commitment was internal stability, and he was convinced that
only an automatic system based on gold standard with gold currency could achieve this
desirable end. Like every economist of his generation, he was a believer in the quantity
theory of money and was afraid that governments will tend to artificially increase
money in circulation. In his memorandum given to the Hilton Young Commission in
1925 he pointed out: “a managed currency is to be altogether avoided when the
management is to be in the hands of the government”. While there is less risk with
monetary management by a private bank because “the penalty for imprudent issue or
mismanagement is visited by disaster directly upon the property of the issuer”. In the
case of the government “the chance of mismanagement is greater” because the issue of
money “is authorized and conducted by men who are never under any present
responsibility for private loss in case of bad judgment or mismanagement”. In short,
Ambedkar®s conclusion is clearly towards price stability through conservative and
automatic monetary management. This is of such current relevance that in these days of
burgeoning budget deficits and their automatic monetisation, it would appear that we
could do with an effective restraint on liquidity creation through an automatic
mechanism. The second theme that Ambedkar discussed in his academic publication
“The Evolution of Provincial Finance in British India” (1925) relates to public finances.
Ambedkar draws his main conclusions from his study of the Indian system which is
probably even more relevant now than it was at the time he wrote. What arrangements
can be made in a public fiscal system that will enable it to be “administratively
workable”? The main objective according to him was: “To make administrative policies
independent by requiring them to finance themselves entirely out of their own
respective resources without having to depend upon one another must always is
regarded as a very important end to be kept in view in devising a new financial
arrangement”. This is not always possible because of “several concurrent or overlapping
tax jurisdiction”. B R Ambedkar while discussing the functions of the Comptroller and
Auditor General said in 1949 during the framing of our Constitution that governments
should spend the resources garnered from the public not only as per rules, laws and
regulations, but also to see that “faithfulness, wisdom and economy” have gone into the
acts of expenditure by public authorities. Faith in this context as defined by the
dictionary is “duty or commitment to fulfill a trust, promise ...” A main reason for the
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existence of public finance is that human beings living in society require certain things
like roads, law and order, etc. that cannot be enjoyed exclusively. As the costs and
benefits of such items cannot be internalised, they will not be supplied through the free
market mechanism. Governments exist to provide these common requirements. Citizens
in democratic forms of government are promised by their representatives to improve
their welfare by judicious provision of such public goods and services, and they place
their trust in the government by delegating authority to take taxation and expenditure
decisions.

What can we conclude from this brief foray into the various economic themes
with whom Ambedkar was concerned? The value of his conclusions is substantial
precisely because his analysis was based on sound empirical and historical foundations.
Key industries shall be owned and run by the state. Basic but non-key industries shall be
owned by the state and run by the state or by corporations established by it. Agriculture
shall be a state industry, and be organized by the state taking over all land and letting it
out for cultivation in suitable standard sizes to residents of villages; these shall be
cultivated as collective farms by groups of families. He also stresses the need for
industrialization so as to move surplus labour from agriculture to other productive
occupations, accompanied by large capital investments in agriculture to raise yields. He
sees an extremely important role for the state in such transformation of agriculture and
advocates the nationalization of land and the leasing out of land to groups of cultivators,
who are to be encouraged to form cooperatives in order to promote agriculture.

Conclude, Dr. B.R Ambedkar was among the most outstanding intellectuals of
India in the 20th century. His work in economics is noteworthy. His views deals with
public finance and agriculture are landmark in the economics. Ambedkar’s commitment
was internal stability and he was convinced that only an automatic system based on gold
standard with gold currency could achieve this desirable end. He was of view that
governments should spend the resources garnered from the public not only as per rules,
laws and regulations, but also to see that “faithfulness, wisdom and economy”.
Intervening in a discussion in the Bombay Legislative Council on October 10, 1927, Dr.
Ambedkar argued that the solution to the agrarian question "lies not in increasing the
size of farms, but in having intensive cultivation that is employing more capital and
more labour on the farms such as we have." Further on, he says: "The better method is
to introduce cooperative agriculture and to compel owners of small strips to join in
cultivation." Thus Ambedkar thought on public Finance and agriculture has vital
relevance and still applicable in current situation of India. In order to enhance
productivity of agriculture sector, government is needed to take measures on the basis of
Dr. Ambedkar’s thought.
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Introduction

Scholars and activists use the term ‘Dalit’ in more than one either in the criteria
of social status or economic position. A common usage among scholars, activists as
well as the public is to mean those who are officially defined as scheduled castes (SCs)
a category which was coined in 1935 when backward group were listed on scheduled to
get access to reserve seats. Traditionally they were termed as the untouched able who
were seen as unclean in religious sense and presumed to defile others by their touch or
presence or even the shadow. They were condemned and compel to live outside of
village keeping a distance to the village. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar elaborately discuss
the ‘caste system in India and its gravious impact on the then called backward class and
women. in the essays annihilation of caste’ he asserts that cast is not based on division
of labour but division of labourers. He calls upon the Hindus to annihilate the caste
which is a great hindrances to social solidarity and to set up a new social order based on
the ideas of liberty, equality and fraternity in consonance with the principles of
democracy. He appeals from his addresses given timely that every man and woman be
free from influence and to thralldom of ‘shastras’ cleanse their minds of the pernicious
notions rested on the so called ‘shastras’. According to him, the society must be based
on reasons and not on atrocious system.

Dr Babasaheb Ambedkar explains how caste is harmful institution. He shows
two factors that ridden into caste and religion communities. The untouchables were
isolated by the Hindues from any kind of social participation. They were being
dehumanized by socio religious disabilities almost to the status of slaves. They were
denied the universally accepted rights of citizenship.

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule pioneered the idea of gender equality in India during
1830. He with his wife Savitribai Phule first ever school for girls in 1848 and addressed
the issues of women as the most oppressed clars Mukta Salve a dalit student of Phule’s
school explored the pathetic condition of dalit people in 1855. She wrote an essay
“What is our religion then” Tar Mag Amcha Dharma Konta” which is being considered
at the first script to bring light on the living of dalit in a unhuman condition. Education
cleans up the darkness of ignorance. Thus the couple devoted all their life to uplift the
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women and dalit from the druggery of social traditions. Dr. Ambedkar admits himself as
the follower of Mahatma Jyotiba Phule and Sant Kabir. Hence he appealed his follower
to give up all the traditional practices that discriminate them with inhuman notion. Dr.
Ambedkar pointed out, “the direct action in respect Chawdar Tank in Mahad, the
Kalaram temple at Nasik and the Guruvayur temple in Malbar have done in a few days
what million days of preaching by reformers would never have done.” His addresses
were aiming to secure enjoyment of civil rights to depressed classess. He sensitized the
backward classes to live with dignity and fight against injustice3. Thousands of the
Ambedkar followers started exercising the Dr. Ambedkar’s thoughts by sending
children to schools, wearing clean clothes, using public places, giving up under
dignified work.

Thus this paper wants to highlight the reflections of Ambedkar’s thoughts over
the life of women. it also tries to bring out the experiences of Dalit women writers to
show contribution of Ambedkar thoughts and on them other than dalit class.

This paper is based on the primary data of the two autobiographies written by
the dalit women in Marathi literature.. Hira Pawar’s Sangaychi Goshta Mhanje, and
Urmila Pawar’s Aaydan. Kumud Pawade in her autopiography ‘Mazya Sanskrutchi
Katha.

Urmila pawar is an activists who has shared many memories of her child hood
and how she grew up with the thoughts of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. She writes that in
the early period of Ambedkarian movement, Dr. Babasaheb appealed all the backward
castes people to get write and educate their children for better future. His rational
thoughts made the dalit people to come out of inhuman nature of hile or humiliation as a
dalit. Urmila Pawar explains that due to Dr. Ambedkar, her father could learn the school
education and provide education to their children. The education would bring
confidence to Urmila. She by her own choice got marry with a dalit youth the dalit
women of her village used to work hard on a very till money. Besides illiterate they
would take pine to educate their children. Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar had shown them
the light of path towards dignified life.

Caste — She explains that besides education and the government service, her
sister had to come across the humiliation due to her caste. In cities also they were
subjected to discrimination. Urmila Pawar lights one of the memories of primary school
where her teacher would ask her to clean the class. One day he asked her to clean the
cow dung. She refused that. Teacher slashed her like other. When she returned home
and complained it with her mother. Her widow mother got angree and stopped. The
teacher and enquire about the injustice be did with Urmila. It shows that though her
mother was widow and illiterate, she had overcome with the cultural distress. She raised
her voice against the injustice is the reflection of how the Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar’s
thoughts made dalit women aware of their rights as a human being.

Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar always thought to raise the not only economic but
social status of dalits. His appeal to migrate from villages to cities aimed to avoided
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discrimination and humiliation at village level. The village community today also stict
to the rigidity of the traditions way of living. Urmila Pawar shares one of the
experiences that came across to her husband. Besides his govt. service and education he
was treated as untouchable by a village level revenue official. Then the couple decided
to shift to the city. Urmila Pawar elaborates in her writing that dalit women een though
they accepted Baudha religion practice Hindu traditions. She shares that she took more
time to get rid of Hindu traditions like wearing Mangal sutra she feds that symbol carry
the discrimination by the new generation is enough bold to practice the thoughts of Dr.
Babasaheb Ambedkar. There are incidents she depicted that show that how dalit people
were inspired by the thoughts of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. Heera Pawar wife of Vetern
poet and writer of dalit literature movement Daya Pawar wrote her autobiography in
2012. She revealed the tragic situations of dalit people in rural area. She narrates many
such incidents of her childhood that tetis us the huminiation and injustice situation of
dalit. Her father would work at the factories in Mumbai. There he attended address of
Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar. The one speech of Dr. Babasaheb changed his attitude and
there he decides to educate his daughter. The daughter Heera also get influenced with
the speeches of Dr. Ambedkar. Heera Pawar in her autobiography reaterates that the
teacher and warden of hostel played a very vital role in her life. The warden who was
not a dalit. But never descriminatted or humiliated the hostel girls. She encouraged
Heera to improve writing and continue further education. Daya Pawar a very sensitive
poet and activist portraited reality life settings through his poem. Heera and Daya lead a
very mature married life. Both followed the ideology of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar and
educated their children. They did come across the castism spirit but never hindered it.
Though she admits that some custums and mindset takes more time to change. In
Metropolitan cities homogenous culture existed and people are practically oriented.
Thus we that the reflection of Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkars thoughts is promising and
easily accepted by non-dalit class also.

In both the writings we realize the confidence and the determination to follow
Dr. Babasaheb’s Ambedkar ideology. Both the writers joined the dalit movement and
contributed to change the situation of Dalit women.

In Maharashtra, Dnyaneshwar, Tukaram, Sahu Maharaj, Phule and Ambedkar are
the more prominent among numerous reformers who advocated social equity.
Movements of dalits, adivasi and peasants, movements for rehabilitation, water and land
re-distribution, against corruption are interwoven in Maharashtra’s history (Bhide, S. &
Mehta, A. K. 2004). But behind the facade of prosperity and movements for equity, the
lives of the majority of its people, particularly the SCs, STs and other disadvantaged
groups, is less than fortunate (Akin Mabogunje, 1981). Despite a glorious past and a
prosperous present, the state has a quarter of its population below the poverty line.
CONTRIBUTION OF MAHATMA JYOTIBA PHULE:

Mahatma Jyotiba Phule began to realize and observe various types of social evils
being practiced in the society and decided to fight against them. He contributed to the
following social reforms.

e Women’s Education: His first and foremost work was in the field of women’s
education; and his first supporter was his wife herself who always shared his dreams
and supported him all through life. To fulfill his ideals and aspirations of creating a
just and equitable society, in 1848, Jyotiba opened a school for girls; it was a first
girls’ school ever in the country. The threats and pressures by the society could not
discourage them from doing this work and he kept creating awareness among people
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about social evils. In 1851, he started a bigger and better school for girls which
became very popular where there was no discrimination on the lines of religion,
caste or creed.

e Widow Remarriage: Jyotiba was also against child-marriages and was a great
supporter of widow remarriage; he was very sympathetic to the cause of distressed
women and opened a home for such poor and exploited women where they could be
taken care off.

e Emancipation of Varna System: Jyotiba was also actively involved in the
emancipation of so-called lower castes and especially the Untouchables; in fact he
was perhaps the first person who gave untouchables the name Dalit as signifying
someone who is broken, depressed or exploited and is outside the so-called Varna
system.

e Satyashodhak Samaj: For uplifting the so-called lower caste people and
untouchables, on 24 September 1873, he formed the Satyashodhak Samaj (the
Society of Truth Seekers); the main objective of the Samaj was to create a just and
equitable social order free of discrimination on the basis of caste, religion or gender.

Thus, Jyotiba Phule devoted his whole life for the weaker and depressed section

of society; in his thinking and works he was well ahead of his times.

CONTRIBUTION OF DR. BHIMRAO AMBEDKAR:

In spite of several odds, he got the best of education from very good institutions
of the world because of his talent and merit only. His major contributions in eradicating
social evils are as follows; (Kumar Ashok, 1999)

e Separate Electorates: At the time of preparation of the Government of India Act,
1919, he advocated for the separate electorates for untouchables and other lower
caste people. He demanded reservation for such communities. He was of the view
that by having separate electorate more and more number of legislatures of
‘Depressed Class’ would be elected.

¢ Reservation to SC and STs: On similar lines, the Constitution of India in 1950
gave benefits of reservation to Schedule Castes and Scheduled Tribes who were
earlier referred to as ‘Depressed Classes’.

e Publications: He started several publications such as Mook Nayak, a
weekly; Bahiskrit Bharat, a periodical to create awareness and to fight for the
rights of untouchables and lower-castes. He called upon the dalits and untouchables
to “Educate, Agitate and Organize” for their rightful place in the society.

e Public Movements: He started to launch public movements against
discriminations faced by untouchables such as opening the public water resources
for untouchables, burning of Manusmriti, an ancient Hindu text which gives
sanction to caste-system and for the rights of lower caste people to enter into Hindu
temples.

e Justice And Equality: Dr Amedkar’s biggest contribution in the making of
modern India was his momentous effort as the Chairman of the Constitution
Drafting Committee; the most important feature of the Constitution of India is its
special focus on socio-political and economic justice and equality; he forcefully
advocated for the rights of women and SCs, STs and OBCs; special provisions
were added for their upliftment and for eradicating various discriminations faced
by them.
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Therefore, all through his life, socially as well as politically, Babasaheb kept
fighting against prevailing social evils of our country; his contribution towards making
the downtrodden people acquire self-respect and their rightful place is immeasurable.
PRAGMATISM OF IDEOLOGY:

The ideologies of great philosophers have positive impact on the developmental
policies of our nation. These policies and program are getting reflected through different
development plans.

It is a rational thought for the development of weaker sections of the society
through the transformation of the economic and socio spatial structures of their
production activities. Development is, therefore, a many faceted phenomenon affecting
a region and its people nearly in every aspect of life. The principle of equality is having
a revolutionary effect on life in contemporary India.

Social justice:

Social justice is generally referred to a set of institutions which enables deprived
people for upliftment of their lives, actively contribute to the community and lead
dignified life. The relevant institutions include education, health care, social security
and labour rights to ensure fair distribution of wealth and equitable opportunities. In
accordance with the directive principles of State Policy, various development
programmes have been taken up for equalisation of the weaker sections with other
sections at all stages of educational and socio-economic development (V.M. Dandekar
& Nilakantha Rath ,1971) .

XII FYP & WEAKER SECTION IN MAHARASHTRA

In all the five year Plan Government of India (Gol) has given emphasis on
development of rural areas with special focus on weaker sections upliftment. GoM also
formulates two separate sub-plans viz. Scheduled Caste Sub-Plan (SCSP) for SC and
Tribal Sub-Plan (TSP) for ST. Under SCSP & TSP, the funds and benefits are provided
over & above those made available through general plan to respective communities in
proportion to their population.

Scheduled Caste Sub-Plan:

As per Economic Survey of Maharashtra Report (2014-15), The outlay
earmarked for SCSP under XII FYP (2012-17) is Rs. 28,050 crore, which is 10.2 per
cent of the State’s total outlay. The outlay provided for SCSP for 2014-15 is Rs. 6,044
crore, out of which Rs. 4,044 crore (67 per cent) is for state level and Rs. 2,000 crore
(33 per cent) for district level schemes. The major share of expenditure during 2014-15
up to December is on social and community services sector. The important sub-sectors
under this sector are Education, Health, Housing, Water supply, Women & Child
development, Welfare of Backward Classes, etc. Under SCSP, in all 197 schemes (114
state level and 83 district level) were implemented in 2013-14 and 185 schemes are
being implemented (102 state level and 83 district level) in 2014-15.

Tribal Sub-Plan:

The tribal population in the State is largely concentrated in the western hilly
districts viz. Dhule, Nandurbar, Jalgaon, Nashik & Thane (Sahyadri region) and in the
eastern forest districts viz. Chandrapur, Gadchiroli, Bhandara, Gondia, Nagpur,
Amravati & Yavatmal (Gondwana region). Based on concentration of tribal population
29 Integrated Tribal Development Projects (ITDP), 43 Modified Area Development
Approach (MADA) and 24 mini-MADA have been formed as per directives of Gol.
Under TSP, infrastructure facilities are provided in the ITDP, MADA and mini-MADA
pockets as well as to the tribals living both within and outside the tribal areas.
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The outlay earmarked for TSP under XII FYP is Rs. 24,475 crore, which is 8.9
per cent of the State’s total outlay. The outlay provided for TSP for 2014-15 is Rs.
4,815 crore, out of which Rs. 2,199 crore (46 per cent) is for state level and Rs. 2,616
crore (54 per cent) for district level schemes. Under TSP, in all 402 schemes (106 state
level & 296 district level) were implemented in 2013-14 and about 350 schemes are
being implemented in 2014-15 out of which 32 schemes are both at state and district
level. The major share of expenditure for the year 2014-15 is on social and community
services (66 per cent), followed by transport (15 per cent) and rural development (8 per
cent) of the total expenditure under TSP.

CONCLUSION:

Because of years of exploitation, the Scheduled Castes have been exposed to
vulnerabilities of all sorts. They are subjected to social as well as economic exploitation.
Since independence, various provisions like bank loans, scholarships, reservation,
educational institutions and job opportunities have been made to raise their level of
living of weaker sections.

The impact of developmental programs on the Scheduled Castes, of course is
positive, but not that much significant to bring them at par with the high caste
population though we have pass more than six decades and spend crores of rupess
through various development projects and schemes.

In Maharashtra 19" of 20™century many of the social reformers worked for
abolition of cast, untouchability, purdah system, sati, child marriage, social inequalities,
discrimination andilliteracy.

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Mahatma JyotiraoPhule (1827-90) was one of the great activist, social reformer,
thinker, writer, theologies form Maharashtra. He and his wife sawitribai Phule were
pioneers of women’s education in India. His work extended to many field including
education, agriculture, cast system, women of widow auliftment of removal of
untouchability. He worked for the people of their social economical uplittment. He
believed in over throwing the social system in which people had been deliberarly made
dependant on other, illiterate, ignorant and poor with a view to exploiting them.

He gave the importance to education for the sustainable social development of
that shows in his famous poem reads:

Which Lack of education read to lack of wisdom.

Which Lack of education read to lack ofmorals

Which Lack of education read to lack of progress

Which Lack of education read to lack of money.

Which leads to the oppression of the lower classes.

see what state of the society one lack of education can causer.

Hindu society in the 19" century suffered from religious illusions that Hindu
scriptures did not sanction female education of girls wrought wrath of gods leading to
their widowhood, But beyond that tradition Jyotirao Phule of his wife SavitribaiPhule
started a girls school in poona in 1857. He also opened a school for the children of the
depressed classes. He thought education is the way of development. If every men of
women are education then they will be develop the hearth society of nation.

He was also pioneer of the widow remarriage movement in Maharashtra. Widow
remarriages were banned of child marriage was very common along the Bramins of
other upper casts in the Hindu society.

Many widows were young and not all of them could live in a manner in which
the orthodox people expected them to live. Some of the delinquent widows resorted to
abortion or left their illegitimate children to their sate by teasing them on the streets. Out
of pity for the orphans, Joytirao Phule established an orphanage, possibly the first such
institution founded by a Hindu. Jotirao phule give protection to pregnant widows and
assured them that the orphanagewould takes care of their children. It was in this
orphanage run by Joytirao Phule that a Brahnin widow gave birth to a boy in 1873 and
Jyotirao adopted him as his son.

above all things was very impossible in that century but Jyotiraophule did the all
things what he decided to do throughout his life, Jyotirao phule fought for the
emancipation of the down trodden people and the struggle, which he launched at a
young age ended only when he died on 28™ Norember 1890. He was a pioneer in many
fields and among his cotemporaries he stands out as one who never wavered in his quest
for truth and justice.

He fought for equal right untouchables in society. In 1868,Jyotirao decided to
give access to the untouchables to a small bathing tank near his house. He just wants to
get equal right to the untouchable peoples and they developed their own. Jyotirao
refused to regard the vedas as sacrosanct. He opposed idolatry and denounced the
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chaturvarnya. In his book sarvajanik sttya Dharma pustak published in 1891 his views
on religious and social issues are given in the form of dialogue. According to him, both
men and women are entitled to enjoy equal right and it was sin to basis of sex. He
stressed the unity of man and envisaged a society based on liberty, equality and
fraternity. He was aware that religious bigotry and aggressive nationalism destroy the
unity of man.

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar said, “MahatmaPhule the greatestshudra of modern India
who made the lower class of Hindus conscious of their slavery to the higher classes who
preached the gospel that for India social democracy was more vital than independence
from foreign rule.”

In the end, it is also added that various great personalities were inspired by the
personality of mahatma Jyotirao phule who brought great changes in social and
economic fields of India. Dr. Babasaheb ambedkar; first law minister of the republic of
India and the architect of Indian constitution was inspired by his noble work, to wards
humanity and he followed the philosophy of Mahatma Jyotiba phule based upon justice,
equality, liberty and fraternity. He followed all the suggestion given by Jyotiba as right
to education to all, special provisions for women, minorities, downtrodden etc.
Ambedkar wanted to secure notational independence which was based on social and
economic equality and justice. He wanted to create a new social and economic order in
India which would ensure meaningful political democracy. He depicts the ideal society
based on liberty, equality and fraternity an ideal society should be mobile, should be full
of channels for conveying a change taking place in one part to other parts.

B.R. ambedkaraquaired deep knowledge in ever field of human activity to become

founder of his our independent ideology. He was trained as a social scientist, social
progress and social stability depended on equity as per Hindu cast system he adopted
the principle of dynamism as in his view there is nothing fixed anything eternal, nothing
sonata thus everything is changing and change is the law of individuals as well as for
society. B.R. ambedkar worked for social integration in India. He beloved in the
annihilation of the cast system in any form and he belonged to a community which had
been suffering from guiding B.R. Ambedkar mission devoted to the cause of the
suffering humanity. There must be social endosmosis to him social based on liberty,
equality, and fraternity should be on the only alternative to caste ridden society. B.R.
ambedkar and social justice works under rile as constitution maker, Hindu cast system,
social order and evil effects of rigid cast system.

Have still not resolved more than 125 years After his death in 1890, he could have
deserved better recognition in the society Government should have to make proper
Provisions of mahatma Jyotibaphule books in School and colleges. Dr. B.R.
Ambedkarspends their whole life for development of India. We could not limited their
work. He was one of the most outstanding sons of India who has left on indelible mark
on the history of mankind. There is a vital need to preserve the thoughts of noble son of
India. This is highly relevant in the present times.
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Dr. Ambedkar, primarily concentrated his efforts on social movements and marched

on a different direction. He put forth his efforts towards preparing the heads, hearts and
hands of the depressed classes to secure human rights and equal opportunities. He led
the marches for sharing the tank water and securing social dignity. He said that
untouchability was such an abominable stain that it would not matter much even if some
lives were sacrificed to wash it out. Any action that unified that people was good where
there was unity there was a good cause.
Dr.B.R. Ambedkar worked for the labours for their right, farmers, women’s right,
urinals for OBC each of every unit in India . Dr. B.R. Ambedkar had made in depth
study of Indian Agriculture , wrote research article , organized seminars and
conferences in order to solve problems of agriculture farmers also led farmers
movement He mentioned that holdings of lands by few people in an acute problem of
Indian agriculture which has various disadvantages like difficulties in cultivation and
utilization and resources , increasing cost , low standard of living .

His other suggestion for solving agriculture problem are collective forming,

economic holding of land or equal distribution of land large scale Industrialization,
provision of money , water scale Industrialization , provision of money, water seeds and
fertilizers by government, cultivation of waste land by allotting waste land to landless
labour, control and regulation of private lenders of loan to farmers Dr. Ambedkar’s
contribution to economic and social development of women significant according to
him, participation of women in the economic development is impossible without
developing their social status and equality but due to bad economic conditions of
women in India, India’s economic progress is hampered. So, it is important to improve
the economic condition of women and give themequal rights and freedom of occupation
Because of him women’s enjoyed their freedom, she achieved the highest posts of
occupations.

On 18" July 1927 Dr Ambedkar addressed a meeting of about 3000 women
of depressed classes in these words. Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar was the first Indian
reformer who roots out the barriers in the way of advancement of Indian society
in general and of women in particular. Present Paper aims to focus on
Dr.babasaheb Ambedkar’s view on women’s rights. He believed that socio-
cultural forces artificially construct gender relations especially by Manusnruti and
Hindu religion. He observed that women are the victims of the caste based,
oppressive and rigid hierarchal social system. All these factors are responsible to
make women passive, submissive and to conform a stereotype feminine behavior.
In those days women used to spend domestic life and bearing family
responsibilities. In the ‘Women and Counter Revolution’ and ;The Riddle of
Women’ Dr.Ambedkar portrays the way in which many treated women.
Manusmruti denies freedom, self respect, right to education, property etc. to
women.  Dr.Ambedkar tried for the liberation of women. He found
enfranchisement for all such problems in Buddhist values.

In 1950 on 21* January Dr.Ambedkar wrote an essay ‘The Rise and Fall of
Hindu Women’ in the journal ‘Mahabodhi’ in which he held Manu responsible for the
decline and fall of Women in India. He explained the reasons of falling status of
women. He emphasized that women should live with freedom, self respect and equality.
He stressed equality not only between men but also men and women. He embraced
Buddhisum because the teaching of Buddha is based on humanism and gender equality.

Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar is a powerful source of inspiration for Indian Women.
Dr. Ambedkar inspired women for women’s movement to formulate a feminist political
agenda. In which the issues of Class, Caste, and Gender were mentioned. Indian
Women have been facing several religious, socio cultural problems and restrictions for
long time. Dr. Ambedkar emphasisied women’s equality and empowerment throughout
his life. In 20™ century many renowned thinkers like Mahatma Gandhi, Mahrshi
Dhondo Keshav Karve, Ishwar Chandra Vidyasagar, Vitthal Ramji Shinde worked for
women’s education, freedom and many issues related to women’s life.

“That true self-love and social Justice are the same.” — Alexander Pope (1688-1744)

Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar’s view on Women’s Rights.
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In India, Self —love, self —respect, liberty were denied. Dr.Ambedkar was the
great liberator of Indian Womanhood. He designed the Hindu Code Bill to liberate
Hindu Women. He resigned from the cabinet as the first law minister of Independent
India for the cause of women. He sacrificed that for the welfare of women. He tried to
break down the barriers in the way of progress, advancement of Indian Women.
Ambedkar was a great votary of women’s emancipation. He said that the Varna system
has not only subjugated untouchables but also women. In January 1928 a women
association was founded in Bombay with Ramabai, Dr Ambedkar’s wife as its
president. In 1930, 500 women were participated in the Kalaram Temple Satyagruh at
Nasik. Many of them were arrested along with men and ill treated in jails. He believed
in the strength of women and their role in the process of social reforms.

As a social reformer, Dr.Ambedkar introduced the Hindu Code Bill in
Constituent Assembly on April 11, 1947 as a Law Minister to bring about a uniformity
of law throughout India but it was squarely opposed. The Hindu Code Bill aimed at the
protection of the rights of the women folk in matters like marriage, adoption, divorce,
maintenance and so on.

The main features of the Bill were (1) The allocation of birth right and the
abolition of the right to take property by Survivorship; (2) Giving of half-share to the
daughter (3) The conversion of the women’s limited estate in to an absolute estate. (4)
Abolition of Caste in the matter of Marriage and Adoption and (5) The principle of
divorce.

Dr Ambedkar relied upon the assurance given by Pandit Nehru that he would get
the Bill passed by the Parliament but not happened. Lastly Bill was dropped because of
Ambedkars attack on Rama and Sita and so he resigned as Law minister on December
27, 1951. Day by day women are soaring higher and higher and are on the road to
progress. Though the constitution has given equal rights to women still tragic plight of
women is not ended. She is killed when in the womb, she is abducted and raped. We
have to change the mindset of people.

The Preamble of Indian Constitution guarantees social and economic justice to
women and that is because of Dr.Ambedkars Contribution. It is mentioned that 1)
Social, economic and political justice 2) Freedom of thought,expression,belief,faith and
worship 3) equality of status and opportunity and 4) fraternity assuring dignity and the
individual and nationality to all the citizens of India without any discrimination of caste,
creed or sex.

In 1920, He stated “We shall see better days soon and our progress will be
greatly accelerated if male education is persuaded side by side with female education.
He gave more importance to education. He started fierce propaganda against the Hindu
social order and started a journal ‘Mook Nayak’ in 1920. He also started ‘Bahiskrit
Bharat’ in 1927 to raise the voice against such oppressing systems. He emphasized on
the issues like gender equality and need for education. He exposed the problems of the
depressed as well as women through these journals. By taking inspiration and
encouragement from Dr.Ambedkar many women started to write article,

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autobiographies and experiences. As Tulsabai Bansode started a News paper
‘Chokhamela’. This shows how Dr Ambedkar created awareness among the women.
J.S.Mill expressed in the subjection of women, the legal subordination of one sex to the
other is wrong in itself and one of the chief hindrance to human development and ought
to be replaced by a principle of perfect equality. Admitting no privilege or power on the
one side, or disability on the other. Dr.Ambedkar also holds the same views on work for
women. (More 2011)

Dr. Ambedkar is a philosophy of life with the passage of time. Ambedkar and
his thoughts will be more valuable and relevant for the depressed classes and women.
Women would become stronger with the values given by him like liberty, equality and
fraternity.

Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar was a path maker of all the women irrespective of
religion, caste, creed and gender etc. He had taken great efforts for uprising the women
through his thought. He fought against all kinds of discrimination against women
throughout his life.

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Abstract

Women are the nurturer and care giver in the society. Yet they have been subjected to
different forms of abuse.Violence against women is a global pandemic that affects the women
in all walks of life and in all society. Violence against Women is often invisible as they occur
behind the closed doors and are often acceptable in many societies. Gender Based Violence is
a crime against women and represents a violation of human rights. Mahatma JyotibaPhule
emerged as global philosopher and unchanged leader of depressed class.He developed the
sense of social justice becoming critical of handicapcaste system. He strongly opposed
gender inequality. In 19" century he had already developed the idea of “Feminism and
Women’s Empowerment.” A study was conducted by the researcher with the objectives of
understanding causes and consequences of domestic violence perceived by couples in marital
conflict and to identify the linkages between gender discrimination and domestic
violence.The study is conducted in the rural parts of Aurangabad district. The data is
collected from the ‘MahilaSahayataKaksha’ run by office of the Superintend of Police,
Aurangabad and three Family Counselling Centres run by NGO’s situated in the premises of
Paithan, Kannad, and Sillod police stations. In the period of Jan 2015 —Dec 2015 total of
1044 cases of marital conflict were registered in these organisations. Out of which 386
married couples have reconciled in their marital conflict and staying together.20% cases out
of the reconciled couples i.e. 80 cases (married couples) are selected as a sample by
proportionate stratified random sampling method for the present study. Structured interview
schedule and specific interview guide is used as tool for data collection. For the purpose of
the study researcher interviewed 80 married couples who have reconciled in their marital
conflict. The study reveals that there significant linkage between marital conflict and gender
discrimination. It has also been found that marital conflict is the consequence of domestic
violence.
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In the History of Modern India , Mahatma Phule ,the main architect of modern
India, stands as the distinct personality who firstly worked to bring changes among all
sectors of society. Dr. Ambedkar admitted that Buddha, Kabir and Mahatma Phule were
his spiritual teachers. So in every walk of life of Babasaheb, there is reflection of
Mahatma Phule’s thoughts. We can observe same in Indian Constitution also. In this
topic ,it will be noticed by considering the work carried by Jyotirao and Constitutional
content included by Drafting Committee.
Here the topic concentrates on  close inter-link between Constitutional
provisions for human rights and welfare of weaker with the thoughts of Mahatma Phule.

The Objectives of this study are as follow.

Objectives:

This topic focuses:

1.the social practices that existed in our society during the 19th century;

2, the efforts of Mahatma Jyotirao Phule to deal with issues like caste system, gender
discrimination,

3. the role of Mahatma Jyotirao Phule in promoting school education in India;

4. the impact of the reform movement on Indian society.

5.Reflection of thoughts of Mahatma Jyotirao Phule in Indian Constitution.

The Constitution of India rests firmly on the principles of liberty, equality, fraternity
and justice. It reflects an uncompromising respect for human dignity, an unquestioning
commitment to equality and non-discrimination, and an over-riding concern for the
poorest and the weakest in society. The Constitution makes it mandatory to protect and
promote freedoms, and to assure every citizen a decent standard of living. Right to
dignity, healthy environment, free education and to shelter are emanations of the
right to life guaranteed in the Constitution. An elaborate Constitutional mechanism has
been provided for the uplift and welfare of the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes
and other backward classes. Special provisions in the Constitution are also provided for
ensuring welfare of women and children. It was target area of work of Mahatma Phule.
An occasion to reviewing the working of the Constitution serves as one for the nation to
recall with deep gratitude the services and sacrifices of all those who fought for
upliftment of poor &weaker and independence and of those great persons who framed a
noble Constitution for India with lofty ideals.

Impression of Mahatma Phule on Indian Constitution
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Constitution is a vital document, according to which the country carries out its
operations. Constitution protects the rights of the citizens of a concerned nation,
irrespective of their religion, caste, creed, sex or physical appearance. A constitution,
thus, can be safely said to be a social contract between the government and the people it
governs. The constitution of a particular country lays down the national goals which
form the basic edifice on which the nation rests upon. For instance, the constitution of
India has inscribed in it the primary facets of the nation which are democracy,
socialism, secularism and national integration. Indian Constitution makes provisions
for the protection and promotion of the interests of different regions and groups in the
country along with weaker sections. Thus, the constitution contains elaborate provisions
for the minorities, scheduled castes and tribes and marginalized etc.

We say ,India is welfare state. A welfare state is a concept of government
where the state plays a key role in the protection and promotion of Socio-economic
well-being of people. It is seen in every walk of Mahatma Phule. He worked for welfare
of women and protection of interests and rights of vulnerable or weaker sections of
society.

Dr. Ambedkar admitted in the Constituent Assembly that many elements were
borrowed from great philosophers thoughts. The architect of Constitution , Dr.
Ambedkar used to say in the speeches about Mahatma Phule , “ Let others go where
they will ,we will follow the path of Mahatma Phule .We may or may not take Marx with
us but we will certainly not abandon Jotiba’s Philosophy.”

Mabharashtra is land of social thinkers, social reformers and social revolutionaries
who have not only molded and enriched all facets of life but have also made
contribution towards holistic development of India.

Among them ,Mahatma Jyotirao Phule was the first to give expression to the
misery and discontent that lay latent in the minds and hearts of the dumb millions.
Mahatma Jotiba Phule occupies a unique position among the social reformer of India in
nineteenth century. Modern India, cannot be imagined without the 'path breaking
contributions' of Phule who came after him, who fought against heavy odds to convince
the people around about challenging existing social practices and questioning old mode
of thinking and exposing millennial old oppressions which had religious sanctions as
well. We cannot forget the importance of the path breaking work he did. He raised his
voice against every form of injustice. He ceaselessly worked for the moral and material
improvement of the oppressed and the depressed. He blazed the trail in several vital
spheres of national life. Phule communicated with the common people entirely in their
own idiom, language and spirit. He did his best to infuse a new spirit in the dormant
oppressed masses to fight for their rights, and thus, in many respects. Dhananjay Keer,
his biographer, rightly described him as ‘the father of Indian social revolution ’° .Gail
Omvedt mentions in her book “Culture Revolt in a Colonial Society”, that Phule’s
thought represented the fulfilment of the renaissance desire for social transformation
along revolutionary lines.

Impression of Mahatma Phule on Indian Constitution
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Numerous social evils that were practiced in the name of religion. Dominants had
been exploiting weaker by saying that the practices have been part of religion.
Knowledge in India was appropriated by the Brahmanical, elitist interest. This made all
those who were critical such as Savitribai and Jyotirao as ‘Other’. Mahatma Phule
strived to root out social evils and advocated development of all particularly depressed
and women. Phule is the Spiritual Father of ourselves. Mahatma Phule was an earliest
leader who strongly opposed gender inequality. He was in the real sense a great thinker
and finder of truth. He was a humanist .His view of social justice was akin to “the
respect-for-person . He read broadly on American Democracy, the French revolution
and was stuck by the logical way of thinking in Thomas Paine’s “Rights of Man”.
Influenced by Thomas Paine’s book on “Rights of Man”, Phule developed a keen sense
of social justice, becoming passionately critical of handicap caste system. Social justice
is that which assures the dignity and self respect of the individual. Dignity and self
respect are the essence of human rights. Common threat to dignity and self respect is
violation of human rights. Human rights are integral part of human beings. They are
born with men, in the sense human beings get them by birth. Phule took really efforts
200 years ahead of the time to offer rights to backward classes.

The history of nineteenth century is the story of the impetus for social reform in
which the introduction and spread of modern education was an important element.
Mahatma Phule recognized the importance of education. He used to say , “ If you want
to develop the society then you need to spread up the education. Education eradicates
the bias of people which results on to minimize the exploitation, domination, of those
people who try to take the benefit of the so called illiterate people. If the people get
knowledge through education then they can face the problems created by the
dominators. It tries to remove the walls built among the people. The biggest gift that is
given by the education is that it creates self confidence among us which is considered as
the first stage of our development. ”

By considering above contribution given by Phule for upliftment of poor, we will
see the image of his incredible work in Indian constitution. The Constitution of India
not only grants equality to women and lower classes of society, but also empowers the
State to adopt measures of positive discrimination in favour of women & weaker for
neutralizing the cumulative socio economic, education and political disadvantages faced
by them. Fundamental Rights, among others, ensure equality before the law and equal
protection of law; prohibits discrimination against any citizen on grounds of religion,
race, caste, sex or place of birth, and guarantee equality of opportunity to all citizens in
matters relating to employment. Articles 14, 15, 16,17, 18,19, 21, 39(a), 39(b), 39(c)
and 42 of the Constitution are of specific importance in this regard.

It is important to note that he was the first Indian to use the motto “Satyameva
Jayate” on his letterhead which became the motto of Sovereign Socialist Secular
Democratic Republic of India. Significantly, the labour movement in India was indeed
an offshoot of Mahatma Phule’s Satyashodhak Samaj.

Impression of Mahatma Phule on Indian Constitution
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Phule started his significant work in 1848,which was latter re-emerged in Universal
Declaration of Human Rights in 1948. Mahatma Phule, as rightly pointed out by G.P.
Deshpande, took “a remarkably modern and gendered view, as the basis of oppression
that women and other faced”. He “included all women in his notion of “Shudra-Ati-
Shudra” and pleaded for equal and common rights for all men and women”. He was the
first Indian to do so and, by the same token, to anticipate the U.N. Charter of Universal
Declaration of Human Rights, the first article of which states: “All human beings are
born free and equal in dignity and rights...”

In September 1873,Mahatma Phule along with his followers ,formed the Satya
Shodhak Samaj ( Society of Seekers of Truth) with the main objectives of the
organisation as to liberate the Bahujanas, Shudra & Ati-shudras and to prevent them
from exploitations & atrocities. The work of Satyashodhak Samaj is source of Social
Legislations made for SCs/STs and Other backward classes.

Phule tried to eliminate the stigma of social untouchability surrounding the
lower castes by opening his house and the use of his water —well o the members of the
lower castes. Although India's national constitution of 1950 sought to abolish cast
discrimination and the practice of untouchability, the roots are in philosophy of Phule.
Jyotiba Phule’s social thoughts are based on humanism. It is based on the values like
equality, Justice and tranquillity. He spread value based system through his work and
thought. Our constitution assures human rights and welfare of weaker sections which
was agenda of Jotirao Phule to empower weaker, neglected, marginalized. He also
criticized the economic policy of the British rule in many respects it was unfavorable to
the poor peasants. He suggested a number of solutions to improve the conditions of the
agriculture sector. During British Rule also legislations were passed to provide remedial
measures to such weak portion of society.

Jyotirao Phule was aware that primary education among the masses in the British
Rule was very much neglected .He argued that ‘a good deal of their poverty,their want
of self reliance ,their entire dependence upon the learned and intelligence classes’ could
be attributed to the ‘deplorable state of education among the peasantry’. He blamed the
British Government for spending profusely a large portion of revenue on the education
of higher classes. This policy is responsible for monopoly of all the higher classes in
government offices. It is reflected in primary education policy of nation. ‘Education for
all is motto of our government.

As a contractor for supply of building materials to PWD ,he saw exploitation of
illiterate workers .So he worked for peasants and workers. Legal provisions for workers
are based on thought of Phule as his follower ,

Lokhande established the first labour welfare union for handmill workers in Mumbai.

Phule praised British Rule because it gave the tools to fight against injustice.
Jyotiba Phule's work rests on principle of which include freedom and equality of men
and women.

In 1882 ,before Hunter Commission , Mahatma Jyotirao Phule made a demand
of free and compulsory education for all .

Impression of Mahatma Phule on Indian Constitution
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Jyotiba Phule considered all human beings are children of God and worship
the Creator without the help of any mediator.

Phule had rather prophesised this state of affairs when he had raised very
important questions about the nature of Congress which was founded in 1885, “There
cannot be a 'nation’ worth the name until and unless all the people of the land of King
Bali - such as Shudras and Ati-shudras, Bhils (tribals) and fishermen etc, become truly
educated, and are able to think independently for themselves and are uniformly unified
and emotionally integrated. If a tiny section of the population like the upstart Aryan
Brahmins alone were to found the 'National Congress' who will take any notice of it ?”’
(Phule, Collected Works, ed. Patil, vol II : 29). This interprets the welfare of weaker
sections of society,which is at center of our Constitution.
